Digital Story Lesson Plan
Grade/Subject: 5th grade Social Studies
Georgia Performance Standard: 
 SS5H3 The student will describe how life changed in America at the turn of the century.
d. Describe the reasons people emigrated to the United States, from where they emigrated, and where they settled. 

Assignment: 5th grade students will work in teams of four. Each team will create a documentary lasting about 2 minutes based on the standard above that will answer the following questions:
Why did people emigrate to the U.S. in the late 1800s/early 1900s?
Where did they come from?
Where did they settle in the U.S.?
What effect did the emigrants have on the U.S.?
Timeline: Students will have one month to complete the project, and will be provided time in the media center, classroom and computer lab to work with their teams. 
Resources: Students will be provided with a list of resources they can use to create their documentary, including a lesson by the media specialist on how to use Movie Maker. 
Grading: At the end of the month, each team will present their documentary to the class. Class members will grade them anonymously using a rating scale provided by the teacher. They will also receive a grade from the teacher based on a rubric that will be explained at the beginning of the project.
